partners.  Services are strictly confidential, 

voluntary, and absolutely free.  Your name is 
never revealed. 

                                                       
 

A positive test for HIV, Syphilis, Chlamydia and/ 
or Gonorrhea means that you are infected with a 
communicable disease.  Your sex and/or needle-
sharing partners should be notified of the need 
for testing and/or treatment. 
                                                    

 
 

If they know they may have been exposed, and 
receive current information about HIV, Syphilis, 
Chlamydia and/or Gonorrhea, your partner(s) 
can decide if they want to get tested.
