Healthcare-associated Infections Ambulatory Surgical Center (ASC) Reporting Requirements for 2015

Who is required to report:
Any Ambulatory Surgical Center (ASC) licensed pursuant to RSA 151:32-35 (as amended by HB 1548 in 2010).

What must be reported:

Surgical Site Infections (SSI)
1. Follow National Healthcare Safety Network protocols and definitions
2. Monitor surgical patients in any setting where the selected NHSN Operative Procedure(s) are performed
3. The NHSN Operative Procedures to be monitored include:
a. Breast Surgery (excision of lesion or tissue of breast including radical, modified, or quadrant
resection, lumpectomy, incisional biopsy, or mammoplasty)
i. NHSN Operative Procedure BRST (CPT codes: 19101, 19112, 19120, 19125, 19126, 19300-
19307, 19316, 19318, 19324, 19325, 19328, 19330, 19340, 19342, 19350, 19355, 19357,
19361, 19364, 19366-19371, 19380)
b. Hernia Surgery (repair of inguinal, femoral, umbilical, or anterior abdominal wall hernia; does not
include repair of diaphragmatic or hiatal hernia or hernias at other body sites)
i. NHSN Operative Procedure HER (CPT codes: 49491, 49492, 49495, 49500, 49501, 49505,
49507, 49520, 49521, 49525, 49550, 49553, 49555, 49557, 49560, 49561, 49565, 49566,
49568, 49570, 49572, 49580, 49582, 49585, 49587, 49590, 49650-49657, 49659, 55540)
c. Open Reduction of Fracture (Open reduction of fracture or dislocation of long bones that requires
internal or external fixation; does not include placement of joint prosthesis)
i. NHSN Operative Procedure FX (CPT codes: 23615,23616, 23630, 23670, 23680, 24515,
24516, 24538, 24545, 24546, 24575, 24579, 24586, 24587, 24635, 24665, 24666, 24685,
25337, 25515, 25525, 25526, 25545, 25574, 25575, 25607, 25608, 25609, 25652, 27236,
27244, 27245, 27248, 27254, 27269, 27283, 27506, 27507, 27511, 27513, 27514, 27535,
27536, 27540, 27758, 27759, 27766, 27769, 27784, 27792, 27814, 27822, 27826, 27827,
27828)
4. Monitor for SSI and report in NHSN at least within 60 days of the close of each quarter
a. Quarter 1 data (Jan 1st to Mar 31st) due on or before May 30th
b. Quarter 2 data (Apr 1st to Jun 30th) due on or before Aug 29th
c. Quarter 3 data (Jul 1st to Sep 30th) due on or before Nov 29th
d. Quarter 4 data (Oct 1st to Dec 31st) due on or before Mar 1st of following calendar year

Surgical Antimicrobial Prophylaxis Administration
1. Follow NQF-endorsed ASC measure for timing of antibiotics. Report procedure identification number,
procedure ICD-9 code, date and time of procedure, time of antibiotic administration, and antibiotic
administered for all patients undergoing any procedure for which intravenous antibiotics were ordered.
2. Intravenous antimicrobial prophylaxis will be reported quarterly via a line list containing the information
above using a Microsoft Excel file provided by NH DHHS. The file must be submitted within 60 days of the
close of each quarter to the HAI program email at haiprogram@dhhs.state.nh.us.
a. Quarter 1 data (Jan 1st to Mar 31st) due on or before May 30th
b. Quarter 2 data (Apr 1st to Jun 30th) due on or before Aug 29th
c. Quarter 3 data (Jul 1st to Sep 30th) due on or before Nov 29th
d. Quarter 4 data (Oct 1st to Dec 31st) due on or before Mar 1% of following calendar year

Influenza Vaccination Rates
1. Healthcare personnel influenza vaccination rates will be reported beginning with the 2011-2012 influenza
season (first data due April 30", 2012)
2. Data will be reported yearly by April 30th and will include information on influenza vaccine administered
during the previous influenza season

3. Data will be collected through a NH Immunization Program online survey. Survey website and instructions
will be provided each year at least one month before the survey deadline
